Then they enjoy a free flow experience of the House and Gardens where they are free to take photos, make sketches and note down anything they need to bring their horror projects to life when back in school.
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The students use a resource co-created by educators and Wentworth Woodhouse staff. This links with the GCSE art curriculum and ensures they can make the most of all the rooms, ceilings and floors from the most delicate, gold painted plasterwork in the state rooms to the decaying, exposed and crumbling walls of Bedlam wing.

Back in school students used their software and skills to transform their original work into incredible interpretations of Wentworth Woodhouse.
